Comment: According to the requirements of CMAPI-HLF-025 and CMAPI-HLF-026, cellular and WLAN data connections can work in parallel,  and it is possible that a device is connected  to a single service via these two connections in parallel.  It is an issue how to distribute the service data.  

Proposed Change: Add the following requirement:

“The OpenCMAPI Enabler SHALL support  distributing data packets to different networks (e.g. GERAN, UTRAN, CDMA2000, E-UTRAN, WLAN) from a multi-mode terminal device.”
	Status: CLOSED 


According to the requirements in the current OpenCMAPI RD, cellular and WLAN data connections can work in parallel.  It is possible that a multi-mode device is connected to a single service via these two kinds of connections in parallel.  Among the parallel data connections, some connections may suffer from overload while the others may transfer very few data. Therefore, it is important to properly distribute data packets to the parallel connections. This CR proposes to add such a requirement as given in Section 6, Detailed Change Proposal.
