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1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution provides comments to the contribution OMA-REQ-PoC2-2005-0007-B2.1--Consolidation-for-PoC-2-Media to clarify a couple of ambiguous points in the contribution.
2 Summary of Contribution
Comment1:

In the contribution 0007, the following requirements are presented:
· The PoC Client MAY be able to request the PoC server to access and send the media (e.g. live-streamed video, pictures) residing in an external content server trusted by the PoC service to other participants in the PoC Session.

· The PoC Server MAY be able to retrieve and transfer the media residing in an external content server (e.g. a video streaming server) trusted by the PoC service to participants in the PoC Session, on behalf of the request PoC client.  A PoC Server with this capability SHALL support the following media types:  images or series of images, streamed video, files.
The references to the external content server in the statements assume that a PoC system which is able to deal with the media is equipped with an external content server. However, this is about architectural issue, and therefore beyond the scope of requirement discussion. So, we propose to delete the reference to the external content server.

Comment2:

In the contribution 0007, the following requirement is presented:
· Participant(s) SHALL be able to indicate a preferred mode of video streaming, while requesting permission to stream video. 

The “Participant(s)” is not appropriate agent to indicate the preferred mode of video streaming. It seems that each PoC session participant is able to indicate each own preferred mode. Moreover, it seems to be possible that a session participant modify the preferred mode of video streaming during the session. Rather, the PoC session initiator should be the only person who is able to indicate the preferred mode of video streaming.
3 Detailed Proposal

The following proposes text for the replacement to the corresponding requirements in the contribution 0007. 
Derived / Proposed Requirements

· The PoC Client MAY be able to request the PoC server to access and send the media (e.g. live-streamed video, pictures) residing in an external content server trusted by the PoC service to other participants in the PoC Session.

· The PoC Server MAY be able to retrieve and transfer the media residing in an external content server (e.g. a video streaming server) trusted by the PoC service to participants in the PoC Session, on behalf of the request PoC client.  A PoC Server with this capability SHALL support the following media types:  images or series of images, streamed video, files.
· The PoC session initiator Participant(s) SHALL be able to indicate a preferred mode of video streaming, while requesting permission to stream video.
