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1 Reason for Contribution
Current PoC2.0 RD defines media component(s). But the description does not define the requirement to PoC client and PoC server. Author believes it will make it clearer to describe exact requirements to PoC client and PoC server.
For example, POC client sets in the POC server that a ring should be included when it sends a session establishment request to other participants. 
PoC client can request PoC server to include a ring for terminating PoC user to play. To realize this, PoC client can indicate a reference to this ring tone rather than including a ring tone in INVITE message. PoC server may include ringing according to reference provided by PoC client and sends to terminating PoC user. In some case, PoC server should include this ringing without indication of PoC client using reference but according user subscription.
Terminating PoC client can also set configuration in PoC server to regulate which media component(s) would be send to terminating PoC client and which media component(s) is not acceptable. Therefore, PoC server serving terminating PoC client can add/release/change media component(s) according to the set of terminating PoC client. 
PoC Server can provide reference to ring tone stored in terminating PoC client to terminating PoC client. Terminating PoC client shall play the stored ringing according to the reference provided by PoC server. In this case, PoC server can add reference based on the configuration of originating PoC client and PoC server can also add/release/change reference based on configuration of terminating PoC client. 
In some cases, PoC server should consider the service policy. PoC server should add/release/change media content or the reference of media content according to service policy, e.g. an advertisement or URI of this advertisement.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposes to provide some exact requirements to Request with Media Components. 

3 Detailed Proposal

B.2.3 Enhanced PoC Session Establishment
B.2.3.1 Requests with media components

When inviting PoC User(s) to a PoC Session or when sending Group Advertisement message the media components can be added to the requests.

· A PoC Client MAY add media component(s) to the PoC Session invitation(s) sent to PoC User(s).  
· 
· A PoC Client SHALL support receiving of PoC Session invitation(s), which MAY include media component(s).  Depending on the PoC Clients capability for the included media component(s) PoC Client SHOULD replay the received media component(s).

Editor’s Note. It is FFS, if the first part of the previous bullet “A PoC Client SHALL support receiving of  PoC Session invitation(s), which MAY include media component(s).” is needed.

· A PoC Client MAY add media component(s) to the Group Advertisement message(s) sent to PoC User(s).
· A PoC Client MAY support the receiving Group Advertisement message(s), which MAY include media component(s) from PoC User(s).  Depending on the PoC Clients capability for the included media component(s) PoC Client SHOULD replay the received media component(s).

· Media component SHALL be either a reference to the media content or contain the content directly. Examples of content types can be found in [RFC 2046, Multipurpose Internet Mail Extensions (MIME) Part Two: Media Types].
· The PoC Service infrastructure MAY add/remove/change media component(s) to the POC Session invitation(s) according to the configuration set by inviting and invited PoC Client.
· 
· The PoC Service infrastructure MAY be able to add/remove/change media content according to the reference to the media content.
· 
· 
· It SHALL be possible to limit the size and content of the media component(s) based on service policy.
· A PoC Server MAY filter out the included media component.
Editor’s Note. Charging the use of the media components and authorisation of receiving the media components are FFS.

Editor’s Note. Limiting the size and type of the media component is FFS.
