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1 Reason for Contribution
PoC2.0 RD introduces man-machine scenario. Machine PoC user is able to join PoC session.  But the behavior of machine PoC user is different from behavior of human PoC user. 
According to definition in PoC1.0, PoC session MAY be terminated upon the second last human PoC participant leaving. But in man-machine scenario, it is meaningless that there are only machine participants staying in a PoC session. So PoC system needs to enhance termination PoC session policy accordingly.
2 Summary of Contribution
This contribution proposes to provide the termination policy of man-machine PoC session. All of these polices are the same as defined in PoC1.0 RD except the bullet 4. This contribution describes that the PoC session SHOULD be terminated when only machine user(s) staying in the PoC session.
3 Detailed Proposal

B.2.6    Enhanced PoC Session Control
B.2.6.1 PoC Session seamless transfer

PoC Session can seamlessly be transferred to another PoC Client or to another SIP based client.
· The PoC User MAY be able to transfer his/her participating PoC Session seamlessly from his/her PoC Client to other of his/her PoC Client.
Editor’s Note: 

1) It is FFS, if PoC Clients may have same PoC Addresses or always different.

2) It is FFS how signalling is routed in the case that PoC User has more than one PoC Clients with the same PoC Address. 

· The PoC Client MAY be able to request that the PoC Service in the home PoC network authorises the requested PoC Session Seamless Transfer.
· The PoC Service MAY be able to connect the transfer target client with the on-going PoC Session, and release the previous PoC Client without noticeable service interruption, upon the request of PoC Client.
Editor’s Note: The file transfer is FFS.

· The PoC User MAY be able to transfer his/her participating PoC Session seamlessly between his/her PoC Client and another SIP-based client.
Editor’s Note: We need a definition for SIP based client. We have to study if we want to expand this functionality to any client.   

B.2.6.2 Full Duplex Call Follow-on Proceed

Semi duplex PoC Session can be changed to a full duplex CS or VoIP call.
· The PoC service MAY support for a PoC User to leave a 1-1 PoC Session with an indication to the peer client, that the User intends to set up a full duplex voice call with the peer entity immediately after release of the PoC Session. 

Note: Full duplex voice call could either be a SIP voice call or a circuit switched (CS) call.  User Equipment may support e.g. automatic initiation and answer of this kind of call. 

B.2.6.3 Talk Burst Reject Option

In some error cases it is useful to be able to stop PoC Server to transmit the on-going Media Burst.

· A PoC Client MAY be able to reject an incoming Media Burst any time in a way,  that the PoC Client is still able to receive subsequent Media Bursts in the same PoC Session.

Editor’s Note: “Media Burst” shall be added in the definitions (3.2).

· If the “Talk Burst Reject” functionality is supported by the PoC Server, the PoC Server SHALL stop sending the on-going Media Burst to the rejecting PoC Client.
B.2.6.4 Man-Machine PoC Session Termination Policy
The PoC service provider SHALL be able to cause the termination of the PoC man-machine session due to one or more reasons in the following list:
· Termination by PoC group administrator;

· Termination upon the last PoC participant leaving in the PoC session;

· Termination upon the second last human PoC participant leaving in the PoC session;
· Termination upon only machine PoC participant(s) staying in the PoC session;
· Termination upon the initiator leaving of the PoC session;
· Termination after a pre-defined time period;

· Termination after a pre-defined time period without any talk-burst traffic in the PoC session.
