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1 Reason for Contribution

In PoC1.0, there will be at most one PoC user holding floor at one time. But it has been changed in PoC2.0 when multimedia communication has been introduced, there will be more than one type of media burst at one time, which means there may be more than one PoC user sending the media burst at one time. So the mechanism of Media Burst Control should be updated for new features of PoC2.0.
This contribution introduces a new mechanism to fulfil the new requirement of Media Burst Control. Author believes that this function can improve the experience of PoC user.
R02 take into account the comments of Vienna meeting. The comments of Vienna meeting is below:

1: should be “authorized” PoC users
2:should be “MAY”,
So the R02, the “SHALL” is changed to “MAY”, and “authorized” is added to both requirements.

Use Case: : Enhancement of Media Burst Control
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Table 1: Affected Areas for “Enhancement of Media Burst Control”

This use case describes a scenario in which the PoC users are able to request multiple floors for more than one PoC user at one time. It is convenient for this scenario.
Actors

Product information provider and product introducer are employees of a Chinese company. Potential buyers come from other countries. All of them take part in a product introduction meeting. They all use PoC to communicate with each other.

Product information provider: This user is provider of the product sample video. His responsibility is to provide related videos of product sample.

Product introducer:  this user is introducer of the product. His responsibility is to introduce product sample in English.
Potential buyers: these users are potential buyers of the product. They would like to get detailed information about the product. They understand English only.
Service Provider: is providing PoC services on top of its cellular network.

Actor Specific Issues

The potential buyers communicate in English, they want to not only see the video of product sample but also hear the introduction of the product.

The Product introducer introduces the product with English, but he does not have the video of product sample.
The Product information provider provides the video of the product sample.

The service provider is able to offer a flexible and convenient multimedia communication.

Actor Specific Benefits

The potential buyers benefit from an easier way to use PoC service that enables them to efficiently get the product information.

The Product information provider benefits from an easier way to use PoC service that provides the video of product sample.
The Product introducer benefits from an easier way to use PoC service that introduces the sample with the video playing.

The service provider can better address the needs of its customer, thus, increasing the penetration of the service, especially for professional environments.

Pre-conditions

· All the users are equipped with regular PoC enabled terminal.
· PoC service provider should be able to provide the PoC service on a cellular network.
Post-conditions

The potential buyers get the detailed information about the product.
Normal Flow

1. At 10 a.m. the potential buyers setup the multimedia session with the product introducer and product information provider.
2. One of potential buyers gets the permission of voice media then says that he would like to see the product sample. He releases the voice floor when he finishes.
3. Product introducer requests the voice and video floors, the voice one is for himself, the video one is for product information provider.

4. After the permission of PoC system, product introducer and product information provider get the voice floor and video floor separately.

5. The product introducer says: please show the video of product sample. 
6. The product information provider starts to show the video. 
7. Then the product introducer starts the introduction of the product sample in English.
8. When product introducer finishes, he releases the voice floor.
9. The product information provider releases the video floor after the introduction finished.
10. The potential buyers get the detailed product information.
Alternative Flow

Step 8, 9 maybe as blow:
8. When product introducer finishes, he releases the voice floor and video floor together.
9. PoC Server revokes the video floor from the product information provider automatically.
Operational and Quality of Experience Requirements

· The product introducer is able to request two floors at one time, voice one is for himself, video one is for product information provider. The product information provider does not need to request the video floor additionally. It is very convenient and efficient for PoC user.
