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1 Reason for Contribution

Presence is a useful feature in PoC service. A PoC User can make a decision whether he initiates a PoC session based on callees’s Presence status. If a callee is not available, the caller may not initiate the PoC session. In PoC1.0 when a PoC user initiates a PoC session, he needs to subscribe the Presence service separately. It is not convenient for PoC user.

From the view of PoC service, PoC service is essential; Presence is regarded as a supporting role to cooperate with the PoC service. PoC related supporting service can be bind with the PoC service. If the PoC service is initiated, the PoC related supporting service is subscribed automatically at the same time. For example, a PoC user can initiate the PoC service, and then the PoC server will subscribe the Presence service automatically on behalf of the PoC user.
This contribution provides the requirement about Automatic Service Subscription.
R02: According to the comments from last meeting, delete the definition of Service Package and re-clarify the requirement.
R03: Add a use case to make the requirement of Automatic Service Subscription clearer.

Alice, Bob and others are members of the same POC group. Every time Alice registers the POC service, she wants to know the status information of all the other members or some key member(s) of this POC group, and decides whether to initiate a POC session based on the status information.

Actors

The involved actors are:

· Alice, Bob, and Other members of groups

· PoC Service Provider
Actor Specific Issues

The issue for the actors is:

· Alice wants to talk to the other members in the group.
· If Bob is not available to accept the invitation, Alice does not want to initiate this session.

· Service provider wants to use the network resource efficiently.

Actor Specific Benefits

The benefits for the actors are:

· PoC Group session participants: 
· Alice will receive the status of the other members when she registers the POC service, and she will decide whether to initiate a POC session based on the status information of all the other members of this group or particular POC user(s).
· Service provider:

· Provides POC service in an efficient way. 
Pre-conditions

The required pre-conditions are:

· Participants can acquire the Presence status information of other participants before initiate a POC session invitation.
· Service Provider has the requirement to use the network resource efficiently in a simple way.
Post-conditions

The required post-conditions are:

· The participants will not initiate a POC session if some of other participants are not available currently.
Normal Flow: 

The normal flow is:

· Alice wants to register the POC system and talk to other members in her buddy list.
· Alice registers the POC system.
· After Alice’s registration, the POC server will push the Presence status information of her buddy list and family list to the POC client of her.
· Alice checks the status information of her buddy list and finds that all of her friends are available currently, so she initiates a POC session invitation to them.
· Most of her friends accept the invitation and the talk begins.
· After this talk, Alice releases the POC session.
Alternative Flow

· Alice wants to register the POC system and talk to other members in her buddy list.
· Alice registers the POC system.
· After Alice’s registration, the POC server will push the Presence status information of her buddy list and family list to the POC client of her.
· Alice checks the status information of her buddy list and finds that Bob is not available now. Alice wants Bob know what she will say so she decides not to initiate this conversation without Bob involved.
· Alice does not initiate this POC session and just stays in the POC system.
Operational and Quality of Experience Requirements

· The POC user will no need to subscribe to the Presence Service individually. They can acquire the frequently used status information when they register the POC system, which will improve the user’s experience.
Proposed normative definitions are:
Essential service: it is a key role of a service package. For PoC, the PoC service should be regarded as an essential service.

Supporting service: it is a supporting role of a service package; it will support the essential service to improve the experience of PoC user. It can be any service enabler provided by service provider. For example, Presence could be regard as supporting service for PoC service.

Proposed Normative Requirements 
B.2.X   Automatic Service Subscription
In the Automatic Service Subscription, PoC is the essential service, Presence and Group Management are PoC related supporting services.
· When PoC service is initiated, the PoC service related supporting services SHOULD be subscribed by PoC server automatically, 
· PoC client SHALL be able to be notified that the PoC service related supporting services have been subscribed after the PoC session establishes successfully.
· PoC client SHALL be able to be notified the subscribed information of POC service related supporting services after register the POC system.
· When PoC service is terminated, all the PoC service related supporting services SHOULD be terminated by PoC server automatically.
· PoC client SHALL be able to be notified that the PoC service related supporting services have been terminated after the PoC session release.
· POC system SHALL be able to configure the POC service related supporting services based on the POC user’s subscription with operator.
