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1 Reason for Contribution

OMA PoC 1.0 doesn’t consider talk burst request priority level of PoC users as charging item.
2 Summary of Contribution

PoC participant sets his talk burst request priority level, and requests to talk at the priority level. The PoC Server queues this request according to the talk burst request priority level.  If most PoC participants request higher priority, the priority has no order and queue function. It’s unfair for those PoC participants who request lower priority level.and pay the same fee as PoC participants who set the higher level.
