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1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution reflects continued discussion on the original contribution.  

R01 makes edits as the group requested at the Montreal meeting.  These edits were to eliminate the term "Group Advertisement", eliminate a sentence on "reservation invitation", and clean up working surrounding "structured URI".  To ease the reader's understanding of the feature, this revision simply substituted words in proposed RD text that eliminates the need of the term "structured URI".   
2 Summary of Contribution


This revision also addresses the following questions from discussions: 
(1) Whether XCAP in PoC1 can support the group expansion when the originating user's PoC server and the shared XDM that stores the group are in different domains; 
(2) Whether PoC1 Control Plane ad hoc session procedures cover a structured URI or list of URIs that have structure; 
3 Detailed Proposal

Discussion:
Can a PoC server use XCAP to query a shared XDM that resides in another domain?
The XCAP reference points for PoC1 are intra domain only.
OMA-AD-PoC-V1_0-20050502-C Figure 3 only shows the PoC4 and IP1 reference points as inter domain interfaces.  XCAP reference points are intra domain.  The figure calls attention to the interfaces that are interdomain.  XCAP reference points do not appear to be interdomain. 

OMA-AD-XDM-V1_0-20050317-C Figure 1 has the XDM architecture.  The note under Figure 1 says: "Bold boxes identify XDM functional entities; dashed lines identify enabler specific reference points".  Therefore, for the PoC enabler, the PoC Server to XDM Server interfaces are intra domain because the dotted lines are defined in PoC.  
Does the PoC CP have procedures when one target is a group of users (structured URI)?

The current CP and AD text was specified to support "group URIs" that only contain URIs of members, not other groups.  The client sections of the CP say to add the invited PoC users to the REFER/INVITE, and the PoC Server sections say to generate INVITEs for each invited user.  The point of the "PoC2 B.2.2 Groups" features is to determine a set of steps with specification text to support the case when the target URI has nested with other (possibly nested) PoC Group URIs. 
B.2.2 PoC Session with multiple PoC Groups
PoC 2 network elements can support Ad-hoc PoC Groups Sessions, that invite individual PoC Users and/or one or more Pre-arranged PoC Groups.  
PoC 2 network elements can also support Ad-hoc PoC Groups Sessions where the target URI contains URIs that contain other PoC Groups, which in turn can contain yet other PoC Groups, and so on.
· A PoC User MAY be able to establish an Ad-hoc PoC Group Session involving one or more Pre-arranged PoC Groups  and individual PoC Users.     

· The Pre-arranged PoC Groups ors MAY  reside on separate group management servers, each possibly owned by a different service provider or otherwise in another administrative domain.  

· The PoC Session Identity of an ad hoc PoC session with multiple groups SHALL be dynamically selected as distinct from the PoC Group Identities of invited prearranged groups.
· The invited participants of the PoC Session MAY be represented as users of a URI that contain nested groups and/or individual users. These nested groups may similarly contain individuals or other nested groups.  Each such nested group may possibly be owned by a different service provider, or may otherwise be in another administrative domain.  
· The invited PoC Groups MAY have restrictions that prohibit the members to be invited to the PoC session (the PoC Group has an attribute of "none" implying only the members of the group may belong to a given PoC session).   The invited PoC Groups MAY also have restrictions that prohibit additional users not originally invited list to be added.  
Taipo's Note. If the invited Pre-arranged or Chat PoC Group has an on-going PoC Session they are not invited (this is not a requirement about group session merging), but are the individual PoC Users invited is FFS.  If not invited, how PoC Server knows that they should not be invited. 
Tom's response:  the enhanced PoC session is a separate conference from the usual static conference URI.  A pre-arranged group member could simultaneously belong to a PoC session for the prearranged group and an enhanced ad hoc PoC session that involved the pre-arranged group; the URI for the enhanced URI is a separate session.

· The pre-arranged groups MUST be able to reside on separate group management servers, each possibly owned by a different service provider.   

· The originator MUST be able to send a group advertisement to advertise the ad hoc PoC session to the original set of invited members.

	· The originating PoC user MUST be able to establish PoC session with only the manager as a participant.  

· The originating PoC user MUST be able to send a group advertisement to advertise the PoC session to chat groups and other individuals.

· The chat group members MUST be able to join the created session (Note: this requirement assumes there are no privacy issues for those chat groups that prohibit their members from joining a PoC session that has members not of the same chat group).
