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1 Reason for Contribution

Information submitted in media bursts may become meaningless after a particular period of time. Therefore the PoC2 enabler should support to indicate the life time of a media burst by the media burst’s issuer. Media burst life time may be used to avoid submission of media bursts that are no longer meaningful.
For example a PoC User may leave a message about an invitation to an event on another PoC User’s PoC Box. The message will become meaningless after the event’s date. The media burst life time indication may be used by the PoC Box to delete the message after the event’s date.

Another example use of media burst life times is when a media burst request is queued beyond its meaningfulness. In this case the media burst life time indication may be used to remove the media burst request from the queue.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposes to include requirements on media burst life time indication in the RD.

It is proposed to include one requirement on the indication of media burst life times by the media burst requesting PoC User and two requirements on the use of media burst life times by PoC Boxes and by media burst control.

It is proposed to place the requirements in section B.2.8 (Media Burst Control Enhancements) of the RD.
Revision R01 takes into account comments from the PoC2 REQ meeting at Montreal. The requirement on life time usage for request queue removal has been removed. Life time definition and usage has been restricted to PoC box messages.
Revision R02 takes into account comments from the REQ PoC2 interim meeting at Seoul. Indication of message life times after sending a message has been removed.
3 Detailed Proposal

The following text is proposed for inclusion in the RD:

B.2.5

PoC Box message Life Time
PoC Participants may define a life time of their messages left on a PoC Box.
· An originating PoC User MAY have the possibility to indicate a life time of his messages left on a PoC Box when requesting permission for that message.

· Messages for which a life time has been indicated by the message’s issuer SHALL be deleted from a PoC Box if the message’s life time has expired.
