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1 Reason for Contribution

The requirement for advanced user alert for Talk Burst revocation has been accepted as proposed by OMA-REQ-2005-0344R01, which is currently placed in the Annex of the PoC2 RD. This requirement provides a feature such that the PoC User is alerted of the revocation of his speech a little before the revocation actually occurs.
A CR to PoC1.0, OMA-POC-2005-0561, has been agreed during the Montreal meeting. This CR extends TBCP Talk Burst Granted message so that Stop talking timer value can be sent from the PoC Server to the PoC Client. This new mechanism enables the PoC Server to notify the PoC Client of the transmit time at the time when the floor is granted, and the PoC Client is able to generate an accurate alert before the revocation occurs. To some extent, therefore, the CR achieves what 0344R01 has proposed.
However, the new mechanism does not solve all the problems of generating such an alert. In such a case where the transmit time is changed after the transmit time is given to the PoC Client, the PoC Client is not able to calculate an accurate alert any more. Hence, in order for the PoC Client to be able to recalculate an accurate alert when the transmit time is changed, there must be a feature for the PoC Server to be able to send to the PoC Client a notification of the remaining transmit time, so that the PoC Client is able to (re)calculate an accurate alert. An accurate alert is very important to keep the consistency of user experience.
An example of a use case where this feature is needed is the result of the functionality that OMA-REQ-2005-0330-PoC2-requirement-for-expanding-duration-of-speaking proposes, which has been accepted for the PoC2 RD and has been placed in the Annex. The contribution 0330 proposes a mechanism which enables extending the transmit time under certain conditions. If the functionality that 0330 proposes is supported, notification of the transmit time change needs to be sent to the PoC Client so that the PoC Client is able to recalculate the accurate advanced revoke alert.  Other example may include cases due to the use of different floor control schemes that are going to be implemented in PoC2. For example, the proposed feature may be needed for a case where the floor is granted by an administrator and, for some reason, the administrator decides to shorten the time to speak.

2 Summary of Contribution

A requirement of a feature for the PoC Server to be able to send to the PoC Client a notification of the remaining transmit time is proposed, so that the PoC Client is able to (re)calculate an accurate alert and provide it to the PoC User.
3 Detailed Proposal

The following texts are proposed to be included in the PoC2 RD. When they are accepted, they will replace the accepted text from REQ-2005-0344R01 which is currently in the Annex.

----------- Proposed Text for RD --------------------------------
2.8.X  Advanced Revocation Alert 

Advanced Revocation Alert enables the PoC Client to provide the PoC User with an advanced alert so that the PoC User knows the transmit time is about to finish. 

· The PoC Client SHOULD support this feature. If this feature is supported, 

· The setting of the alert MAY be configurable by the PoC User.

2.8.Y  Remaining Transmit Time Notification for Advanced Revocation Alert 

The feature for the PoC Server to send to the PoC Client a notification of remaining transmit time, called as “Remaining transmit time Notification”, is needed for the PoC Client to be able to generate an accurate advanced alert for the PoC User to inform revocation of granted floor to occur. This is especially needed when the transmit time is changed after the PoC User has been granted the floor.  
· Remaining transmit time Notification SHOULD be supported by the PoC Server and the PoC Client. If this feature is supported, 
· The PoC Server SHALL be able to send a notification of the remaining transmit time to the PoC Client. 
· The PoC Client SHOULD be able to use the information to calculate or recalculate an alert for the PoC User to indicate the remaining transmit time.
