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1 Reason for Contribution

 Current PoC2 RD has lots of optional features of Media burst control. It seems that there is no enhancement in Media burst control PoC2 at all, if operators or Vendors would not apply these optional features. Therefore, PoC2 needs some mandatory features for enhancement. 
 There are subsections in B 2.8 Media burst control enhancement; General, Pre-granted floor, Queue reset, Talk burst reject option, Expanding speaking duration, Interrupted floor recovery. This contribution doesn’t have considered Moderated Group conference, because this concept is not agreed yet. Therefore there is room to discuss further about Moderated Group conference case.

2 Summary of Contribution

 This contribution follows Ericsson’s word edit style which was agreed last Montreal meeting. 
Briefly this contribution proposes,

3 Detailed Proposal

B.2.8 Media Burst Control Enhancements
B.2.8.1 General

PoC 2 supports enhancements to PoC Media Burst Control in addition to PoC 1.
· If the Media Burst Control is applicable for the media type the PoC network elements SHALL support capability for an independent Media Burst Control for each media in a PoC Session.

· If the Media Burst Control is applicable for the media type the PoC network elements SHALL support capability for one Media Burst Control for multiple media in a PoC Session.

· It MAY be possible to add additional information on the Media Burst request.
Editor’s Note:  The “additional information” shall be clarified.  Also it is open, who is allowed to add this information.
· PoC2 Service provider MAY support providing several Media Burst Control schemes (e.g. pre-granted right-to-speak).
B.2.8.2 Pre-granted Media Burst Control

PoC2 service can support the Pre-granted Media Burst Control for reducing the delay to right-to-speak.   
· The PoC2 Service MAY support the Pre-granted Media Burst Control
  If Pre-granted Media Burst Control is supported then;
· The Media Burst SHALL be Pre-granted to a PoC User before the PoC User has requested the Media Burst

· The pre-granted Media Burst Control SHALL be given to one or many PoC User(s) in a PoC Session. The number of PoC Users and which PoC User(s) that are given Pre-granted Media Burst is up to local policy in the PoC Server

· The Pre-granted Media Burst SHOULD expire if not used during a certain time period (to be configured by the PoC service provider)

B.2.8.3 Queue reset

Queue function is optional feature in PoC1 Service. PoC2 Service can support Queue function as PoC1 Service because of backward compatibility. 
· The PoC2 Service SHALL support Queue reset, when Queue function is supported.

  When Queue reset is used then;
· The authorized PoC Client SHALL be able to request Queue reset.  

· The authorization rights for Queue reset SHOULD be configurable.
· PoC Server SHALL be able to clear all reserved talk burst request in Queue, when requested. 

· If use of the Queue Reset feature is requested but cannot be completed (e.g. the user is not authorized), then the requesting PoC participant SHALL be notified accordingly. The reason for failure MAY also be provided.

· The PoC Server SHALL provide the capability to indicate to those PoC participants whose right-to-speak has been queued, that all right-to-speak requests in the queue have been reset after a Queue Reset request was successfully handled.
Editors Note: The user experience related to the interaction of optional features requiring the authorization of the PoC client needs to be examined.
B.2.8.4 Media Burst Reject Option

In some error cases it is useful to be able to stop PoC Server to transmit the on-going Media Burst.
· The PoC2 Service MAY support ‘Talk Burst Reject option’ functionality.

If Media Burst Reject functionality is supported then, 
· A PoC Client MAY be able to reject an incoming Media Burst any time in a way,  that the PoC Client is still able to receive subsequent Media Bursts in the same PoC Session.

· If the “Media Burst Reject” functionality is supported by the PoC Server, the PoC Server SHALL stop sending the on-going Media Burst to the rejecting PoC Client.

B.2.8.5 Expanding duration of speaking
The PoC1 Service can support Talk burst priority or Queue function, PoC2 Service can also support these functionalities as backward compatibility. 
· The PoC2 Service SHALL support ‘Expanding duration of speaking’.

  When ‘Expanding duration of speaking’ is used then,
· If there is no floor request in the queue or the PoC Client who is speaking now has Pre-emptive priority, the PoC Server SHALL expand duration of speaking.

B.2.8.6 Interrupted floor recovery  

PoC1 Service has a feature of Talk burst priority. One of Talk burst priority is Pre-emptive priority which enables the PoC User to interrupt another PoC User who is speaking currently. PoC1 Service supports Talk burst priority(e.g., Pre-emptive priority) and PoC2 Service has backward compatibility. If the Pre-emptive priority PoC user interrupts the PoC user who is speaking currently,
· The PoC2 Service MAY support ‘Interrupted floor recovery’ functionality.

  If ‘Interrupted floor recovery’ functionality is supported then,
· The interrupted PoC User SHALL be suspended from sending the media. 

· After the Pre-emptive user releases his floor, the floor SHALL be immediately granted back to the interrupted PoC User who has been suspended.
Editor’s Note: The term ‘floor’ will be replaced after the appropriate word is found.
