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1 Reason for Contribution

Documents 2005-135R01 and 2005-108R02 on advanced revocation alerts have been agreed at the REQ PoC2 interim meeting at Seoul. The corresponding requirements have not yet been consolidated.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposes consolidation text on advanced revocation alert requirements.
Requirements and text from 2005-0135R01 has been essentially kept. The only thing changed is some additional text to clarify that the requirements are on notification during burst transmission.
The requirement from 2005-108R02 has been shortened since it is already partly covered by the requirements from 2005-0135R01.

Advanced Revocation Alert enables the PoC Client to provide the PoC User with an advanced alert so that the PoC User knows the transmit time is about to finish.

· A PoC Client MAY be able to alert the User, who has permission to send a video media burst but has almost used up the maximum communication time that is granted to the User, to indicate that the time granted is almost ending and when it is ending. The setting of the alert MAY be configurable by the user.
