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1 Reason for Contribution

Moderated PoC Groups have been discussed first at Vienna Meeting, then in Montreal and lastly in Seoul meeting. Original proposal in OMA-REQ-PoC2-2005-0026 contained both concept of Moderated Groups and also proposal for different rule based control schemes and floor control schemes.

During the Montreal and Seoul meetings there has been presented comments not to specify Moderated group operation in such a high detail including the different media control schemes, but moreover specify a framework that is able to provide support for moderated groups in PoC 2. This contribution is a compromise proposal to propose framework based approach. With this approach, it is proposed PoC WG not to specify all different Media Burst Schemes, but specify a framework to support geneal Moderated Conferences capability. The Media Burst schemes may be provided by PoC client acting as a Moderator, by which approach e.g. the wide community of 3rd party application developers may provide wide offering on the area

X.X Moderated PoC Groups

Moderated PoC Groups is a functionality of PoC 2 enabler, which supports an authorized participant of a Pre-arranged PoC Group Session to be a moderator of the session. Moderator in a PoC Session has an ability to control the Media Burst Control entity of the PoC Session. Moderator is typically the owner of the Pre-arranged PoC Group, but she/he may be able to delegate the role of moderator to other PoC User, that is a participant in a PoC Session.

Moderated PoC Groups is an optional functionality for both PoC 2 Client and PoC 2 Server. If supported, then following requirements apply:

· An owner of a Pre-arranged PoC Group or Chat PoC Group MAY be assigned the role of Moderator
· The initiator of an Ad-hoc PoC session MAY be assigned the role of Moderator based on his/her PoC Client request
· A Moderator SHALL be able to assign the role of the Moderator to other authorized Participants of a PoC Session before or during a PoC Session
· PoC Client acting as a Moderator SHALL be able to control the Media Burst Control entity of a Moderated PoC Group Session

· Moderator SHALL be able to request permission to send the Media Burst on behalf of another PoC User

· PoC Client acting as a Moderator SHALL be able to directly grant the permission to other PoC Client to send the Media Burst
