	Man-machine PoC Session
	Man-machine PoC Session is a PoC session in which non-human Participant(s) is(are) participating
Suggested to be:
“Is a PoC session between human and machine (non-human) participants”

	PoC Interworking Service
	Provides interconnection to other POC Networks and Systems. This service manipulates interactions with these other networks and systems in a way that is suitable for a PoC behaviour. 
If this new definition is agreed, it is suggested to make all the changes across the RD document to reflect these changes. 

	Primary PoC Session
	A PoC Session that the PoC User selects in preference to other PoC Sessions and has priority over Secondary PoC Sessions.   
Not used anywhere. Suggested to be deleted . 

	Secondary PoC Session
	A PoC Session for which the PoC User receives Media when there is no Media present on the Primary PoC Session
It’s used only once and that as e.g. Suggested to be deleted

	Served PoC User
	A PoC User that obtains a PoC Service from a PoC Server located in the Home PoC Network 
Not used anywhere. Suggested to be deleted

	Talker Identification
	Talker Identification is the procedure by which the current talker's PoC Address is determined and made known to listeners on the PoC Session.
