User context profile data approach

The user interacts with the electronic news magazine service platform to subscribe electronic magazine for himself/herself. The electronic news magazine service platform access ServUserProf enabler storing user context information to fetch user context information. The user context information includes the user’s current handset brand and type, places user is visiting, website user is browsing (Browsing behaviour may occur in different session from electronic magazine service). The ServUserProf enabler should perform data fetch and analysis procedure. After this procedure, ServUserProf enabler return the data to electronic news magazine platform, the platform chooses the most appropriate magazines for the user and then present them to user.
Actors

· User (Hans) wants to book electronic magazine from service platform.

· ServUserProf server performs the data fetch and analysis procedure and then presents result to the User.

Pre-conditions

The user should have open the electronic magazine service website, and then click “Booking List” button to sent out content subscribing request.

Post-conditions

The ServUserProf server displays booking result and displays to the user.

Normal Flow

· Hans open the electronic magazine service web page and click “Booking List” URL link or button.

· Electronic magazine service platform send user context data fetching request to ServUserporf enabler.

· ServUserporf  enabler consults the enablers that hold the user’s context information, for example LOC, DM, DCD.

· ServUserporf gets the context information and take some analysis work.

· ServUserporf returns the result to electronic magazine platform.
· Electronic platform chooses the most appropriate magazines for Hans and then present them to him.
