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Memorandum of Understanding (MoU)

This document highlights the objectives and proposed arrangements of a strategic partnership between Open Mobile Alliance (OMA) and the Wireless Broadband Alliance (WBA). 
[bookmark: _GoBack]It is not intended to be seen as a legal document and intends to outline the partnership’s scope, objectives and responsibilities. 
1. Goals and objectives
The partnership aims to:
· Develop mutual engagement between the two organizations, to maximize interaction between the collective membership of the 2 organizations to expand the use of device management technologies.
· Co-develop guidelines, best practices, recommendations, whitepapers, etc. with an aim to ensure interoperability and [to be jointly determined].
· Collective involvement and development in events, i.e. WBA Wireless Global Conference as well as other relevant 3rd party events, aiming at co-developing IoT technologies showcases.

2. Activities
The proposed activities are defined as follows (but not limited to)
1. Technical Liaison
a. Provide required input into respective technical work items, documents, guidelines etc. on a per request or liaison agreement basis.
2. Events collaboration
a. Collaborate to co-develop the specific themes within the conference, whereas OMA would be positioned as an event partner.
b. Provide OMA members special delegate rates for Wireless Global Congress(es).
3. Marketing, PR and Analyst engagement
a. Develop with partner complementary messaging for media and analyst briefings, marketing campaigns and other external communications
b. Identify co-briefing opportunities for media and analyst briefings, including press releases, etc.
5. Governance structure and reporting
Periodic calls will be held between the partners with the aim to discuss the progress of activities of the strategic partnership. At least once per year executive level delegates will meet face to face to discuss progress and future strategies and opportunities for the partnership.

6. Conflict resolution
Conflicts between partners will be settled in good faith. 

7. Review and evaluation
Partners agree to review on a yearly basis the achievements that are expected to be delivered as part of the agreement. Actions by the partners can be agreed to ensure that the strategic partnership is delivered in a consistent but commercially or strategically viable manner.

8. Resources
Each partner will be required to deliver the adequate and required resources to reach the outcomes and fulfill the responsibilities as mentioned in this document.
