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1 Reason for Contribution

This document is provided to ensure that Technical Plenary members are kept up to date on the current status of MMS network-independent transition from 3GPP and 3GPP2 into OMA, and the support on MMS IPR & Copyright from the Board.

2 Summary of Contribution

An update of the current status is provided, together with steps to be followed up prior to meetings being held with 3GPP and 3GPP2.

3 Detailed Proposal

1. Creation of the MMS TAP
Following the Board's request that the TP Leadership generate an Action Plan to support the transfer of MMS network independent functionality from 3GPP and 3GPP2 into OMA, and in particular to address the IPR and Copyright aspects of such a transfer, the TP Chair drafted an MMS Transition Action Plan (MMS TAP) for consideration by the TP Leadership.   A review was made by the TP Leadership, and the MMS TAP was submitted to the Technical Plenary as a permanent document OMA-MMSTransitionActionPlan-V1_0_0-20040305-R.  In order to be make it a public document (as per the Openness Policy for Informational documents), it was reviewed by the Board Communications Committee, and incorporating some minor changes it was revised to OMA-MMSTransitionActionPlan-V1_0_0-20040316-D, and was also made available to non-members via the public pages of the portal.   
2. Review of the MMS TAP
A TP conference call was held on the 22nd March to present the MMS TAP, and receive comments and feedback on its contents.  As a consequence a revision was generated (OMA-MMSTransitionActionPlan-V1_0_0-20040322-D), which was submitted to TP's R&A process, and is expected to complete that process by the 6th April.

 
3. Support from the OMA Board
The TP Chair has taken part in Board Legal, Trademark and Regulatory (LTR) Committee conference calls to promote the Board support required to enact the MMS TAP.  The LTR committee was presented the MMS TAP, and initial work has commenced on how to address and analyse the IPR and Copyright aspects of MMS transfer: the objectives are to produce both an initial and complete IPR and Copyright analysis in the timescales identified in the MMS TAP.  The LTR committee has addressed some IPR & Copyright scenarios, and the work is progressing.  The TP Chair is supporting the LTR committee by providing technical information as may be required.

 

4. Meeting with representatives of 3GPP and 3GPP2
The TP Chair also made preparations, as per the MMS TAP, to hold an informal meeting of representatives from OMA, 3GPP and 3GPP to commence multilateral discussions on IPR and Copyright.  An invitation, together with the MMS TAP document, was forwarded to representatives of 3GPP and 3GPP2.  However the initially proposed date of the 7th April is not possible, and it is hoped to agree a mutually convenient date in due course.  

 

5. Facilitating interaction with 3GPP and 3GPP2
An OMA "3GPP Champion" has been identified to facilitate interaction with 3GPP (e.g. help identify specific contacts, assist with providing information, acting as a liaison etc).  An OMA "3GPP2 Champion" has not yet been identified, and it is hoped to do so in the very near future.

 

6. Ongoing activities
In the meantime, the LTR committee will be supported by the TP Chair to progress IPR and Copyright analysis within OMA, and once a mutually acceptable OMA/3GPP/3GPP2 meeting date has been agreed, multilateral progress on the MMS transfer can commence in earnest.
Within the OMA Messaging MMS SWG, a breakout group has commenced working on a landing pad for reception of MMS network independent functionality from 3GPP and 3GPP2 into OMA, which addresses the logistics of receiving the technical matter, creation of a network-independent set of MMS specifications, and generally ensuring that the MMS SWG can fulfil its role as identified in the MMS TAP.
Further updates will be provided to the Technical Plenary as progress is made.

4 Intellectual Property Rights
