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1 Description

Description and Objectives of Work to be Undertaken (including Justification and Use Cases):

The UAProf specification describes mechanisms for conveying user agent profiles intended to contain device capability and preference information. The user agent profile can be used by origin servers for content customization purposes. 

The UAProf specification historically included the schema (vocabulary), describing the various attributes of the profile, their data type and associated semantics. As of candidate version 2.0 of the UAProf specification, the schema is kept separate from the specification. This allows the core vocabulary to evolve without the overhead involved in revising the UAProf 2.0 specification. 

As new devices and capabilities evolve, it becomes necessary to add attributes reflecting those capabilities into the user agent profile. Conversely, with devices becoming richer, certain attributes would no longer be required to be conveyed and can thus be deprecated to save on bandwidth and processing. 

For maximum interoperability, it is necessary to maintain a core set of attributes in a widely known manner. This process of managing and publishing the UAProf vocabulary would ease the task of network infrastructure and service providers in addition to helping OMA groups and others that are defining new device and service capabilities. 

This work item proposes OMA, through the MAG working group, and specifically through the UAProf sub-working group: 

· Defines and ratifies as appropriate the UAProf Core Vocabulary. 

· Investigates issues and needs around attribute addition and removal to/from the UAProf Core Vocabulary.

· Provides appropriate mechanisms for use by other OMA workgroups and external entities to enable the evolution and maintenance of the UAProf Core Vocabulary. 

Deliverable(s):

The deliverables from this work item would be the following: 

· A specification outlining the process for vocabulary evolution mechanisms, defining a core vocabulary, and how attributes are added and removed. 

· A publication mechanism for the UAProf Core Vocabulary. 

· A published UAProf Core Vocabulary version that employs this process to add pending attributes requested so far. 

· Other OMA documents as appropriate to cover impact on inter-operability, etc.  

Existing Specifications or Documents Affected:

It is likely that the results of this work item may entirely be contained as a section or a chapter within the UAProf specification, which would be revised appropriately.  Alternatively, the UAProf specification would refer to the specification produced as a result of the work item.
