1 Reason for Contribution

To notify the Technical Plenary of the current status of the consistency review of PoC V1.0

2 Summary of Contribution

The Release Planning and Management committee would in the role as convener of consistency reviews like to highlight the current status of the ongoing consistency review of Push to talk over Cellular version 1.0.

As some members had an expectation of that PoC V1.0 would be approved as a Candidate by the Technical Plenary on February 4, 2005, this input contribution also gives some guidance from the Release Planning and Management committee on the remaining steps of the consistency review as well as submission to TP for Review and Approval and subsequent Board approval.

Revision 1 of this input contribution contains changes agreed during the Plenary meeting.
3 Detailed Proposal

Status of the consistency review

The consistency review of PoC V1.0 is ongoing. After the PoC working group had produced an updated revision of the consistency review report along with an updated enabler release package, members were invited to comment on the resolutions to the consistency review comments that the working group had presented.

Two sets of comments on the resolutions came in from the REQ chair and Nokia. 

The comments from the REQ chair related to text mentioning actions expected from REQ. The WG resolved this by providing an updated revision of the consistency review report where the changes in text were such that they could be agreed by the REQ chair.

The comments from Nokia (found in document OMA-POC-2005-0221R03_Status_of_Nokia_consistency_review_comments) could not be resolved during the time period under which comments to the consistency review resolutions were allowed. As the time period expired (February 4, 2005, 13.00 CET) these comments remained and thus the current standing of the consistency review is that the PoC working group is expected to discuss these and come to an agreement on how these are to be handled before the review can be closed.
In addition to this, the Technical Plenary during its meeting on February 4 wanted to ensure that others would get additional time to provide input on the resolutions to the review comments. REL was tasked to ensure that this would be handled as part of the consistency review.
In order to have a clear baseline to progress from as of now, an enabler release package named ERP-PoC-V1_0-20040205-D has been put together which contains:

· The updated consistency review report with the agreed changes w r t REQ, OMA-CONRR-PoC-V1_0-20050203-D

· The versions of the specifications which contain the changes made during the consistency review period up until 20050202

· Nokia’s comments on the resolutions, OMA-POC-2005-0221R03_Status_of_Nokia_consistency_review_comments.

This represents the material that was available at 13.00 CET, February 4, 2005. The Technical Plenary encouraged the PoC WG to create a clearly outlined list consisting of those review comments that members did not consider to be adequately addressed. This list would  consist of the comments that are in document OMA-POC-2005-0221R03_Status_of_Nokia_consistency_review_comments, plus additional input that are received on the consistency review mailing list within a time period to be agreed by the review participants.
Time table for finalization of consistency review and TP R&A

The following timetable for finalization of the consistency review for PoC V1.0 is foreseen:

· February 4-February 27, continued consistency review with the PoC WG progressing discussions on the matters not agreed as being resolved.

· February 28-March 4, PoC WG face-to-face meeting in Stockholm to finalize their work on the consistency review. The meeting hosts have confirmed that they will be able to host the meeting.

· March 4-March 8, time period for editors to update the specifications according to the outcome of the meeting,

· March 8-10 (starting in the evening European time), final 48-hour check of the material as part of the consistency review to allow review participants to ensure that the comments raised have been properly resolved.

· March 10, submission of the Enabler Release Package to TP R&A

· March 11-17, one week of TP R&A (request to have a shortened review period).

· March 18, ratification of TP vote, possibility for TP officers to bring the material to the BoD for approval at the next BoD meeting.

To expedite the BoD approval of the enabler release it would also be useful to assign an action item to the TP officers to communicate this time table to the BoD in order to ensure that they consider scheduling a meeting where the approval can take place.

4 Intellectual Property Rights

Members and their Affiliates (collectively, "Members") agree to use their reasonable endeavours to inform timely the Open Mobile Alliance of Essential IPR as they become aware that the Essential IPR is related to the prepared or published Specification.  This obligation does not imply an obligation on Members to conduct IPR searches.  This duty is contained in the Open Mobile Alliance application form to which each Member's attention is drawn.  Members shall submit to the General Manager of Operations of OMA the IPR Statement and the IPR Licensing Declaration.  These forms are available from OMA or online at the OMA website at www.openmobilealliance.org.

5 Recommendation

It is recommended that the Technical Plenary:

· requests the PoC WG to follow the proposed time table for completion of the consistency review

· creates a 7 day TP R&A period for Candidate approval of PoC starting March 11
· tasks the TP officers to request that the BoD considers holding a board meeting closely after the expected TP Candidate approval of PoC V1.0 
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
