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1 Reason for Contribution

Additional user control in Messaging is needed in several areas, especially aliases, forwarding, and interaction with spam control.  This input contribution proposes a new work item: 0113 – Enhanced User Control of Filters, Aliases, Copy/Forward, Addressing, and Anti-Spam Services in Messaging, and requests official approval from the TP to commence the work.
