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1 Reason for Contribution

OMA-SEC needs to send the attached liaison statement to ETSI-SCP-TEC and send as CC to ETSI-SCP-REQ. This liaison concerns the work item on Smart Card Web Server. In the WI itself it was mentioned that such a liaison is needed.
