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1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution consists of the work item WID-0111 for OMA Data Synchronization Objects and related Data Synchronization protocol improvements and is submitted by the submitters listed below for TP review and approval.

The work item proposes that the OMA Data Synchronization undertake an investigation to determine how best to overcome protocol data dependency issues and interoperability shortcomings related to the use of data objects within the OMA Data Synchronization enabler. 

The areas this work is going to cover are listed below:

1. OMA DS Enabler data dependency removal and protocol improvement. 
Current protocol data dependency is conditioned by the initial vision of the synchronization service and an initial choice of data objects for synchronization - versit. Evolution of the protocol and introduction of new data objects used for synchronization contradict with the old presumptions and, therefore, with the current protocol definition. There’s a need to solve this inconsistency and find ways to be able to effectively synchronize both existing data synchronization objects (like versit) and new (and potentially future) rich data objects (e.g. e-mail).
2. Evaluation of the requirements for synchronization suitability.
It is clear that arbitrary data objects cannot be effectively synchronized using the OMA DS protocol without sacrificing the protocol data independence. DS is going to define the set of requirements for data object and/or set of requirements for protocol changes (see p.1) that would allow creating data objects that could be naturally synchronized utilizing the full set of OMA DS protocol features.
3. Research of IOP issues and finding ways to resolve them.
Even with the same data object used for synchronization the level of its support differ greatly from implementation to implementation. Within the limits of existing OMA DS protocol this often leads to data corruption and loss during synchronization. To avoid loss of synchronization quality synchronization process needs improvements to reconcile implementation differences.
This work item has been socialised with OMA Requirements, OMA Arch, OMA BAC-MAE, and OMA Device Management prior to final updating. The submitters at the time of submission are: Extended Systems, FusionOne, Oracle, Orange, IBM, and Nokia.
