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1 Reason for Contribution

The objective is to restructure the IOP process document and to propose additional testing possibilities to the OMA Members.

R1 of this input brings forward an editorially revised version of the v1.3 of the draft IOP Process document which corrects some template and naming issues as raised during the TP session on 16 Jun 2005.

Due to the extensive restructuring of the document (Moving sections around) the change bar version would be extensively red-lined and was deemed less than useful.
