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1 Reason for Contribution

Since the agreement of the recommendation for OMA to subscribe to and notify the IETF “new-work” list in San Diego it has been noticed that the agreed recommendation was overly restrictive compared to the openness policy of OMA for work items and the IETF and other organisations subscribed to the IETF “new-work” list would benefit from earlier notifications from OMA.
This contribution provides the background and a recommendation to address this.
The updated version -0240R01 updates the recommendation in line with discussions initiated on the plenary list.

3 Detailed Proposal

At TP #13, held in San Diego on 26th – 17th June 2005, I proposed the following recommendation

“The OMA TP considers subscription to the IETF “new-work” email list to hear of new work being kicked off in other organisations and notifies this list when OMA approves new work items.”  

The recommendation was agreed. (See minutes of meeting in OMA-TP-2005-0202R02-San-Diego-minutes under the discussion of document OMA-TP-2005-0193R01-AI_TP_2005_A007_Working_with_W3C).

The action to establish the list for OMA members and subscribe this to the IETF “new-work” list and set the DSO to be able to contribute OMA submissions has been actioned.

OMA has subsequently received communication from representatives of the IETF welcoming OMA’s notifications but also indicating how useful it would be to have notifications re work items being considered (draft).

The restriction re notification to just approved work items in the original recommendation was an oversight. Given the openness policy of public availability for work items without restriction, there was no need to have this restriction. Thus this contribution recommends a supplementary resolution to the agreed resolution  to make such notifications to be consistent with the openness policy thereby allowing notification of proposed (draft) work items as well as notifying of approval of work items etc.

TP is thus requested to agree the following recommendation.

Recommendation:

“The OMA TP has already agreed that OMA be subscribed to the IETF “new-work” email list to hear of new work being kicked off in other organisations and notifying the list when OMA approves new work items.  In addition to this, the OMA TP supports the provision of notifications by OMA to the IETF list of OMA work items in the draft phase, including revision of existing WIDs, at the point where a Permanent Document Draft version is uploaded to the OMA Portal, or soon thereafter, subject to a suitable disclaimer being sent with the advice to the IETF list, indicating that the Work Item, or the proposed revision to the existing Work Item, is in no way endorsed by OMA at this stage and is only a member contribution for discussion within OMA."

4 Intellectual Property Rights
