Voting questions asked:

Option 1: “My company supports “MIKEY with STKM extensions” as in BCAST-2005-0704R01”

Option 2: “My company supports “Layer 3.5” as in BCAST-2005-0769R01”

Option 3: Abstain.

Result of vote:

Option 1 was voted by 17 companies (89.5%): Vodafone, Qualcomm, Ericsson, LGE, Telefonica Moviles, NDS, Alcatel, Cingular, Siemens, T-Mobile, Rogers Wireless, Gemplus, Infineon, Orange, Telia Sonera, Oberthur Card Systems, Nagravision  

Option 2 was voted by 2 companies (10.5%): Motorola and Nokia

Option 3 – Abstain – 5 companies: KPN, Philips, NEC, Samsung, Panasonic  

Thus Document BCAST-2005-0704R01 was agreed by a successful election.
