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1. Scope

OMA IOP-BRO as a sub-working group (SWG) to OMA IOP WG, has compiled this report to summarize the efforts done to prove the interoperability aspects of the enabler OMA Browsing Versions 2.1 and 2.2, as they are being considered for approval by the OMA Technical Plenary as an OMA Enabler Release.

The group is requesting the approval of both versions due to the delay on the start of the IOP work for Browsing 2.1. This delay was caused by the lack of contributions from the OMA members. When the IOP work was iniciated in Browsing, the version 2.2 was already candidate.
The difference from the two versions is quite minor, only on WCSS there is an upgrading from version 1.0 to version 1.1. Mainly is a change on the character of several of its requirements, from optional to mandatory. Because of that the test cases would be nearly the same for both versions and do not justify the creation of equal copies of the WCSS ETS with different names.
During the testing of Browsing both versions were mix-up and there is no record of any interoperability problem found due to this combination.

The content in this report in then compiled based on input from Enabler Test Reports as an outcome from Test Fests for the Browsing 2.1/2 enabler.

This document provides information needed by the OMA Technical Plenary to consider the approval of Browsing Enabler Release for both Version 2.1 and 2.2 from an IOP perspective.

4. Summary

This report gives details of the testing carried out for the enabler and eventual findings made in connection to the testing regarding interoperability of different implementations according to [BRO_SPEC]

The work and reporting has followed the OMA IOP processes and policies [OMAIOPPROC].

The Browsing v2.1/2 enabler has been tested at 4 test fests.

Each of these testing activities has generated an Enabler Test Report that has been the input for this report. 

All the WML 1.3, WML 2.0, WML scripts and WML script library test cases were not included on this report, except on the PR, list since the validation of these specifications was made under the WAP 2.0 validation program.

For this enabler the proxy/gateway element is optional. Therefore some of the test fests had no implementation of this node participating.

As is shown in the information below the results fulfil the criteria in [OMAIOPPROC] to be recommended as an Approved Enabler to OMA Technical plenary. 

Based on this evidence, the OMA IOP-BRO recommends approval of the Browsing enabler for both version 2.1 and 2.2.
