1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution requests the discontinuance of WID 0104 (PSTOR).
2 Summary of Contribution

Persistent Storage (PSTOR) is a work item to define requirements and specify a persistent storage mechanism for mobile devices. The work item specifies that work cannot proceed to specification phase until there is an agreed solution or architecture for secure storage. After 2+ years, the OMA BT MAE SWG has been unable to resolve the issue. OMA BT WG asks that the WID be discontinued, so that other OMA enablers that may be relying on PSTOR understand that a solution is not forthcoming.
3 Detailed Proposal

OMA BT MAE SWG asks that the work product associated with PSTOR (an unapproved Requirements Document) http://www.openmobilealliance.org/ftp/Public_documents/BT/MAE/Permanent_documents/OMA-RD-PSTOR-V1_0-20070117-D.zip be archived for informational purposes and that this WID be discontinued as per OMA Release Process.
OMA BT MAE SWG reviewed the closure of this WID in the Frankfurt meeting (http://www.openmobilealliance.org/ftp/BT/MAE/ID/07/OMA-MAE-2007-0096R01-MINUTES_17Apr2007_f2f_Frankfurt.zip ) and agreed that this was the best course. However, to give all parties a chance to respond, it was submitted to an OMA BT R&A period and was agreed by OMA BT.

4 Intellectual Property Rights
