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1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution proposes to change the status of the XDM 1.0 enabler from “Approved” to “Historic” State.
2 Summary of Contribution

In the TP meeting in Bangkok (June 2007), the PAG WG presented its plan to develop an XDM 1.1 release which would deprecate XDM 1.0.  Please see the following presentation:

Now that the XDM 1.1 enabler has attained “Candidate” State (ratified by OMA Board on Jan 28, 2008), PAG now recommends that XDM 1.0 status be changed to “Historic” State.

3 Detailed Proposal

The PAG WG has created XDM 1.1, which removes the “Subscription to XML Document Changes” feature that was in XDM 1.0.  The reason for the removal was that the feature was based on an expired IETF draft.  

The PAG WG no longer plans to maintain XDM 1.0 and believes that its use must be discouraged.  Therefore, the PAG WG has agreed to move XDM 1.0 to the “Historic” State.
4 Intellectual Property Rights
