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1 Reason for Contribution

The CSEA (Client-Side Enabler API) V1.0 Reference Release contains a Requirements Document and a Reference Release Definition. The corresponding Work Item and WISPR schedule were approved via a vote from 09-15 December 2009. Unfortunately the Work Item was not able to use the new fast tracking process that was introduced in the new version of the OMA Organisation and Process document (V1.7), which was approved by the Technical Plenary on 8 December 2009, and ratified by the BoD on 14 December. However, in anticipation of changes to the process, the WISPR schedule for CSEA that was approved only contained the RD schedule, and no consistency review.

The Client-Side Enabler API (CSEA) V1.0 Reference Release Package has now undergone an RD review where both the RD and RRELD were reviewed. No further work on the release is foreseen. Following a 7 day comment period set up by the Technical Plenary Chair, no comments were received by any member companies with regard to planned input to the CSEA Consistency Review. So no Consistency review is foreseen.
Therefore the Client-Side Enabler API (CSEA) V1.0 Reference Release Package has been considered technically mature to be published as a Candidate Reference Release.
