OMA CAB 1.0 has provided the basis for an enriched set of features and data model for the user’s Converged Address Book and Personal Contact Card, across various network domains.

Existing OMA API work does not cover CAB functionality:

· Parlay-X : does not cover CAB

· NGSI 1.0: does not cover CAB, but provides only generic data access APIs and subscribe/notify for data changes 

· RCS APIs: RCS has basic address book functionality, the address book APIs requested cover only basic contact management operations and notifications of address book chnages, assuming an address book based on vCard data format
This is limiting in terms of both support for contact format required by the industry and the functional and service capabilities offered by CAB.
To fully benefit of the rich features and data set offered by CAB, the following APIs are envisaged:

· management operations on Address Book (one or more contacts)

· notification of AB changes

· search on Address Book 

· management operations on Personal Contact Card (PCC) and Contact Views

·  search on PCCs, external directories 

·  management operations on AB Access permissions

·  management operations on PCC Access permissions 

·  Subscriptions/notifs to PCC updates

·  format adaptation requests (vcard to CAB Format, viceversa) 

·  Import requests to CAB (towards non-CAB systems) 

·  Contact Share requests (e.g. in CAB Format or vcard, AB and/or PCC)

·  Contact Status – management 

· Trigger an address book synchronization 
· Support for synchronization requests of address book with external app

The network side RESTful APIs can be used by 

· 3rd party applications or,

· By terminals implementing the lightweight REST interface over UNI.

OUT OF SCOPE: 

· Authentication/security:

· For UNI use, authentication/security frameworks defined outside this WI (e.g. RC APIs) can be used. Such frameworks are out of scope of this WID.

· Client side APIs 

· This WID does not target client APIs specifications, which are out of scope of this WID
