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1 Reason for Contribution

In order to expedite discussions regarding converged device management, it is important that there be a shared vocabulary and understood set of basic definitions. This contribution is a framework for establishing a set of terms of reference for converged device management.
2 Summary of Contribution

This proposal is intended as a starting point to define a framework for discussion of converged device management—a set of terms of reference.
3 Detailed Proposal

3.1 Device Management Terms-of-Reference

3.1.1 Public vs. Private Network Presence

One way to cleave this space is to distinguish public presence devices, like mobile phones on a 3G network, from private presence devices, like a notebook computer or wireless picture frame on a home LAN. If the device sits behind a firewall, it is private. If directly addressable on a mobile or fixed network, it is public.

· Managing peripherals on a home LAN (wireless is irrelevant) like picture frames, printers, digital cameras, and refrigerators is not in-scope for network operators…no matter how strongly they want it.

· Managing mobile devices that share both public and private network presence is probably in-scope, but not exclusive to a single management authority.

· Managing televisions, DVRs, set-top boxes, cable and DSL modems, and other cable or wireless-attached devices, might be in-scope if the service is provided by a converged network operator (e.g. triple play). Managing network gateway devices like HG or set-top boxes could certainly be seen as in-scope, but not necessarily the devices that are attached to them.

3.1.2 Connectivity, Service, or Application?

· Network connectivity provisioning, configuration, and management is in-scope for the network provider.

· Service provisioning, configuration, and management at service end-points is in-scope for the service provider. This definition does not include the “service” of exchanging data packets—it refers to higher-level services like placing voice calls to the PSTN, voice-mail, television program guides, e-mail, Internet radio, etc. And authority for management of these services must be open to service providers who are not also network providers.

· Application management is reserved to application users only and by delegation to myriad application providers—e.g. corporate IT; online application service providers such as Live, Yahoo mail, Windows Update; applications provided under contract to device users, such as MMS or TiVo.

3.1.3  Multiple Management Authorities

· Single root authority with delegation (End-user, delegates to NetOp? End-user, delegates to IT?)

· Multiple, shared authority over common configuration elements (practical?)

· Multiple but segregated authority over device management responsibilities (IT, NetOp, ISV, ASP)

3.1.4 End-User Choice

· End-user must ultimately control their own network experience
· Walled-gardens, exclusive experience and content programming, preferred QOS—these are all policy choices and should remain out-of-scope of public standards
