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1 Reason for Contribution

In order to expedite discussions regarding converged device management, it is important that there be a common understanding of scope and basic definitions. This contribution is a framework for establishing an agreed scope and set of terminology for converged device management.
Revision R01 adds Alcatel-Lucent and Microsoft as co-signers.

2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution is based on OMA-CDM-2007-0013-INP_Draft_Terms_of_Reference_for_Discussion.doc, and incorporates the results of offline discussions.  It is intended to be a starting point to define a framework for discussion of converged device management.
3 Detailed Proposal

3.1 Converged Device Management Scope and Terminology

3.2 Fixed-Mobile Convergence.

A service that enables the user to access the same set of communication services, regardless of the end device they use, the underlying network over which those applications run, or the user’s location. With this service, the user’s subscription is independent of the access points and devices employed in order to access services.  The user should be able to roam between locations and devices without interruptions in service and receive a single bill with usage of all services included.

3.3 Converged Device Management

A set of operations / activities that results in the configuration and management of devices that support one or more bearer technologies for services that can be consumed using one or more of those bearer technologies.  These operations / activities help in configuring the devices for continuity of services across networks and across devices (when the service can be consumed by a user using one or more devices).

3.3.1 Converged Device Management Operations / Activities.

Converged Device Management enables a Management Authority to attain the following operations / activities:
· Device network connectivity provisioning, configuration, and management.

· Device services provisioning, configuration, and management at service end-points. This definition does not include the “service” of exchanging data packets—it refers to higher-level services like placing voice calls to the PSTN, voice-mail, television program guides, e-mail, Internet radio, etc.

· Device applications configuration and management.

· Configuration of a device for service continuity across networks / bearers -  e.g. a user continuing to watch a TV service / broadcast video on his mobile device as he moves from his car to his home premises, transitioning between a 3GPP to a WIFi network (for example).

· Configuration of multiple devices for service continuity using / across those devices – e.g. a user being able to continue to consume a service as the service consumption is migrated from a device low on battery power to another that is completely charged.
A Management Authority may be (but is not limited to) a network operator, service provider, application provider (or a combination of more than one of these entities) or the end user. The Management Authority responsible for each or a group of previous listed operations / activities will depend on business requirements and services, applications and devices types.

In this context, a device is equipment that enables service(s) usage and is normally used by users for communications and related activities.
