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1 Reason for Contribution

The main objective of the contribution is to present a use case in order for future discussion of related enablers and technologies for gap analysis and scoping of Mobile Social Community.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposes a use case based on Social Community Interaction for MSC to be included on the White Paper ‘MSC, Framework, Scope and Initiatives’.
3 Detailed Proposal

3.1 Social Community Interaction
3.1.1 Short Description
Social community Interaction provides users with interactive experiences with SNS. User can set up contact list, subscribe to friends’ content, and create, update and upload personalized content to the SNS. SNS can push the new and updated content, which user subscribed to, to user’s terminal. A user’s personalized content can be synchronized between his terminal and SNS server and it can also be shared with another user though SNS. 
3.1.2 Primary Actors

	Description

	User A / User B 
	The user that interacts with social network server or interacts with other user through social network server.

	Social Network Server
	the server that manages the contact list and content for the User, and performs interaction with the user, including content push.

	Content Server
	The server that Social Network Server interacts with to store and retrieve the content.


3.1.3 Pre-conditions

· User has registered and created his own space on the Social Network Server.
· User has a mobile or a PC which can connect to the internet.

3.1.4 Post-conditions

· User can interact with Social Network Server and interact with each other through Social Network Server.

3.1.5 Setting Up the Contact List and Content Subscription

1、  User A wants to add User B in his friend list in Social Network Server
2、 User B agrees to be a friend of User A and also adds User A to his friend list
3、 Both User A and User B subscribes to each other’s content since they are fiends now.
4、 User A and User B subscribes to content from other content server
5、 Social network server collect these content which user A subscribed from other content sever
3.1.6 Content Creation and Upload
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1、 User A creates his/her own space (e.g. photo album) in Social Network Server

2、 User A creates his/her individual content on his/her mobile or PC

3、 User A uploads these content to his/her own space (e.g. photo album) in Social Network Server

3.1.7 Content Push
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1、 User A has uploaded the personalized content in Social Network Sever (that may be physically stored in another Content Server)
2、 Since User B has subscribed to User A’s content, the Social Network Server pushes those User A’s content to User B whenever the network resource is available and User B is online

3、 User A has subscribed to content from other content server and  social network sever push these content to User A when the network is idle.
3.1.8 Content Update And Synchronization
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1、 User A updates some content on his/her mobile

2、 User A updates those content on his/her own space (e.g. photo album) in Social Network Server

3、 These content can be synchronized between his/her mobile and Social Network Server when the network resource is available
