This use case shows how they manage the presence, text, video, picture and voice content on their own space. The shared content in Mobile Social Community (MSC) should have basic life cycle and feature description that can be labelled by user or MSC, and the MSC can search and manage the shared content.
2 Actors 

Joe is a MSC User based in England.
Sally is a MSC User based in Japan.
2.1 Actor Specific Issues
Joe wants to be able to manage his information in very well defined categories so that other people can easily find him by searching the category contents. 

2.2 Actor Specific Benefits
Joe can find desired information by searching the MSC contents, and further to make friends with others.
3 Pre-Conditions 

Joe manages his contents in MSC；
MSC can automatically label the content according to a predefined classification strategy,.
4 Post-Conditions 
Sally searches for desired content in MSC by keywords，categories，features and the relationship between him/her and the user who owns the content；
MSCS returns the qualified content list; Joe can download or subscribe the qualified content.
5 Normal Flow

1) Joe uploads, modifies and manages contents in his space in MSC；
2) MSC can automatically label the content according to a predefined classification strategy, such as location information, preferences, etc. 
3) Joe can label the content and MSC then synchronizes the content labels to server and each of the user terminals.
4) MSC pushes the required content to Sally who has subscribed the content，
5) Sally searches for desired content in SNS by keywords，categories，features and the relationship between him/her and the user who owns the content；
6) MSC returns the qualified content list; Joe can download or subscribe the qualified content.
