6 Detailed Change Proposal
Short description
One MSC user has its own space in MSC, he/she COULD recommend to share his/her content manually or automatically with his/her contact based on their preference.  The user who shares these information MAY have a strategy for restricting the information it received.  

Actors
Alice is a MSC User.
Both Joe and Bob subscribe MSC, and are in Alice’s contact list. 

Pre-conditions

Alice wants to recommend her space contents to Joe and Bob based on their preference；Bob and Joe can also set up a filter strategy in selecting the received contents.
Post-conditions

Bob and Joe receive and enjoy the content that Alice has recommended.
Normal Flow
1) Alice upload some popular songs to her MSC space;
2) Alice search in MSC and found Bob and Joe are both fans of pop music, she decides to request MSC to push her space information to Bob and Joe.
3) MSC   accepts  Alice’s request, then checks  Job  and Joe’s  filter  strategy  and preference  in acceptance of the recommended content, then Push the recommended content to Bob and Joe
4) Bob and Joe  receive those songs and enjoy them.
Alternative Flow
3) MSC   checks  Bob  and Joe’s  filter  strategy  and preference  in acceptance of the recommended content,  then  block the content to Joe. 

4) Only Bob  receives  those songs and enjoy them.
Operational and Quality of Experience Requirements

MSC  provides  content recommendation  and share  to users  manually or automatically according to users’ preference. The users  may receives or reject those recommend  content according to their filter strategies and preference.  The service feature enhances information  share and absorb more users.
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
