MSC SHALL provide search service, and search content  in MSC,  then return qualified content  based on inquire conditions.  
Actors

Joe is a MSC User .
Sally is a MSC User  .
 MSC stores and manages  user preference profile.     
Pre-conditions

Joe likes popular music, and she wants to know who else likes popular music too in MSC.
Sally is a pop music fans and she authorized other users to search  her preference.
Post-conditions

Joe searches some user’s preference in MSC, and finally find Sally, because she likes pop music too.
Normal Flow
1) Joe likes popular music, and wants to know who also like  popular music in MSC.

2) Joe  sends  a inquire to MSC, and  request  to search those popular fans in MSC
3) MSC   searches user’s preference based on Joe’s  request and  users’ authorization, finds Sally  meet the inquire condition.
4) MSC  returns the search result to Joe
5) Joe knows Sally  is also like popular music ,and contacts her and exchange information late.
