4) Alice accesses to the stock forum and read some articles. And she wants to share one article to her friend Bob and send the article to Bob by MMS provided by MSC. 
5) Alice founds that search function is ready on the bulletin board. 
6) Alice uses the search function to search the stock she interested and get the results.
7) Alice modifies the style of view because she like blue sky and white cloud display style. And the style of display for her next log in will be the style her choose.
8) Alice interests in the stock and she adds the stock news and stock forum of the portal for her, and delete the sports news of the portal for her. And the content of the portal for her next log in will be changed to focus on stock news and stock forum information, the sports information will not appear in the portal for her.
9) Alice enjoys the MSC and want to recommend the MSC services to her friend Bob, she send the URI of MSC and adds some commends to Bob by MMS.
