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1 Reason for Contribution

UGC--User generated content

UGC is unique material created by a MSC user  or sourced from a third party that owns the content and then changed in some way by the user to produce a different kind of format. The latter is known as ‘mashing’ or ‘mash-up content’. The key media for UGC today are:

audio – music, sounds, voice

visual/images – photos, video, film

animations and graphics – icons, cartoons, avatars

text – the written word, calligraphy, numbers.
For example, a  MSC user  who’s mobile phone  has image taking capabilities to record video clips , is able to capture what is happening around him audio-visually and share it with others.
· MSC  users play the role not only of consumers, but also of producers of content. This has given an incentive to both the demand and supply sides.

· From the demand side, users are more likely to have high a level of satisfaction, as the consumers themselves are the producers.

· From the supply side, the service provider has reduced the business risks of content planning and production costs through delegating most of the content provision to the market, except its own digital items.

Content is sticky and reduces churn, it drives up the amount of data traffic seen across an operator’s network, Popular content also gives service providers a good idea about what area of content are hot and worth investing in. 

MSC should embrace and foster UGC and provide a mobile service environment  for MSC users to share their own content.

3 Detailed Proposal

Short description

MSC  enables users to upload content to their own space（for example，blog）. In addition, users can download the content from other MSC users’ space. Users may change these content  in some way  to produce a different kind of format.
All content used needs permission from copyright holders. However, in the case of non-profitable use, there had better no limit to use provided the source is disclosed and the content not modified.

Actors
Bob  is a MSC User.
Joe  subscribe MSC, and  is  in Bob’s contact list of MSC. 

Pre-conditions

Bob has an album in MSC and wants to share his space contents with her contact list.  Joe is permitted to access Bob’s album,  he sets  his user profile  to  inform him by email  if there is new photos in Bob album .  
Post-conditions

  Joe downloads photos that Bob takes and edits, and enjoys them.

Normal Flow
1) Bob just came back from holidays, and  took some scenery  photos  by  mobile phone during  holiday,  and wants to upload  some pictures to his album in the MSC  and share with others. 
2) Bob  transfers  the photos to his desktop  from mobile phone ,and  edits  the most beautiful pictures he took  by  adding some text (e.g. a short subject and some body text)  on the desktop ,  then  logons  the MSC  and uploads  those photos  to his album.
3) Bob's MSC  Informs  Joe  by email according  to  Joe’s  profile  that Bob uploads some new photos just  and wants to share  with his friends. 
4) Joe  reads the email and knows Bob has new photos. He logs on the MSC by mobile phone and requests to access Bob’s album.
5) MSC authenticates  Joe’s request  and permits him  to enter Bob’s album.
6) Joe views these photos and downloads them for enjoying them later.
Alternative Flow
Operational and Quality of Experience Requirements

MSC  should  provide  content creation, modify , upload and download  capability that UGC includes  to MSC users. MSC users are  not only  consumers, but also  producers of content . All content used needs permission from copyright holders.
