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1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution gives the suggestion of changing the name of BOF MSC to MISE (Mobile Interactive Sharing Environment), and further about the reasons.
2 Summary of Contribution

Suggest changing the name of MSC to MISE, and give some reasons why to do that.
3 Detailed Proposal

Name changing suggestion from MSC to MISE (Mobile Interactive Sharing Environment)
The disadvantage of using MSC as the name of the BOF work: 

There are some disadvantages using MSC (Mobile Social Community) as the name of this BOF group.  

Firstly, MSC is identical to the abbreviation of special network element, Mobile Switch Center, which is in the core network, it will cause confusions to participants. For example, at the first sight of the MSC, some participants may mistake that this WI is responsible for making contributions to core network elements. However, they will find our WI is not as they originally think. Even worse, some participants may submit irrelevant documents to this WI.
Secondly, MSC can not directly expose the key working tasks of this WI. Mobile Social Community is a so big concept that participants cannot understand the meanings immediately unless they have a deep investigation into it. Thus, they will not directly get what are the main tasks of our WI and how about the enabler this WI will provide just based the name of MSC.

Thirdly, Mobile Social Community seems like a non-technical term. Especially, some participants may misunderstand that this WI has more related to social science.
Most important, MSC doesn’t definitely include the meaning of content spreading in one’s social community environment, but only the social community itself, so it has missed signify function. 
Therefore, in view of the above reasons, we suggest stopping using MSC as the name of this group. And instead of MSC, a more appropriate name should be proposed. 
Suggestion of using MISE (Mobile Interactive Sharing Environment)as the new name for this group, which expatiates the following meaning: 

Interactive indicates that the mutual process of content upload and download between mobile phone and network side. 

Sharing means that the digital content can spread in one’s self-created social relationship group. 

Environment represents the circumstance someone situates in virtual electronic social relationship structure, which idea the MSC abbreviation desires to say.

Interactive, sharing and forming environment might implement by leverage of existed enablers in OMA, for example interactive function can implement by DCD, PUSH, user address book list can implement by CAB.
