5.1 Context based community(temporary community) in MSC
5.1.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description

Alice and Joe are MSC Users. Alice is going to San Francisco from LA driving her car. Alice wants carpool with someone. Alice creates a temporary community to carpool. Joe finds and registers the community. Joe contacts Alice to go together.
5.1.2  Actors

Alice and Joe are MSC User.
5.1.3  Pre-conditions

· Alice is going to San Francisco from LA driving her car in 3 hours.
5.1.4  Post-conditions
· Alice and Joe go San Francisco together.
5.1.5  Normal Flow
1) Alice creates a temporary community named ‘Carpool from LA to San Francisco’ and sets context parameters(e.g. location : LA, duration : 3 hours, max number of members : 3).
2) Joe searches temporary communities in MSC by means of typing ‘carpool’.
3) MSC shows a list of temporary communities related to ‘carpool’. Considering Joe’s current location, preference, MSC places Alice’s community to the top of the list.
4) Joe finds Alice’s community and registers to the community.
5) Joe contacts Alice with IM(other means like SMS,MMS are also available).
6) Alice meets Joe and they leave together.
7) MSC deletes Alice’s community when it is expired.
5.1.6  Alternative Flow
1) Joe requests MSC to give him a notification when a temporary community related to ‘carpool, San Francisco’ is made.

2) Same as normal flow 1).

3) MSC finds Joe considering his context and preference.

4) MSC notifies Joe with SMS(other means like IM, MMS are also available).

5) Same as normal flow 4).

6) Same as normal flow 5).
7) Same as normal flow 6).
8) Alice deletes the community before she leaves.
