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1 Reason for Contribution

During the LA TP meeting, the IMS TF had an evening informal meeting to discuss how to move forward the IMA work in OMA. The meeting was very productive, and several actions were agreed by the participants, which we would like to share and have endorsed by the ARC WG.

2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution contains the notes taken from the IMS TF informal session.

3 Detailed Proposal

1) Next steps for RD:

· to Arch on Wednesday for approval

· to Req on Wednesday for informal review

· to TP on Thursday/Friday for information

2) Next steps for AD:

· Applicability: that other WGs like PoC use it => need to have a basis they can used asap

· Need to stabilize issues like PoC, Group Management and Presence

· Ongoing co-operation with WGs listed below, meaning that alignment can be achieved before the final version of the AD

· Start with PoC; get the IMS AD that aligns with PoC AD approved in the same timeframe as the PoC AD (deadline June). See how this IMS AD aligns with other WG’s ADs. 

· The IMS AD would at least contain, for each WG listed, the list of references to 3GPP/2 specs of the corresponding enabler.

3) Areas that need further investigation

· PoC architecture –first priority, can be used as an example for the others

· Presence architecture

· IM architecture

· Multi Modal and Multi Device Services (BAC/MAE WG)

· PAG Group Management –first priority, can be used as an example for the others

· BAC/Push SIP Push

· BAC STI

What does further investigation mean:

· The objective is alignment

· Monitor activities in these groups:

· Find the current status of their work

· Study if there is a misalignment with our AD

· Use joint sessions in Arch WG meetings

· Awareness of enabler WGs that if they have IMS issues they should be discussed with Arch WG

· Enabler WG specs that involve IMS should contain references to the IMS AD (instead of references to 3GPP/2)

· Plan:

· In Christian’s presentation to this TP: 

· Market that we plan to use the IMS AD and to maximise alignment by involving other groups in a closer cooperation. “Market” message is that the idea of the Arch WG is to help everybody use the IMS consistently. 

· List of groups we have identified

· Address each listed WG

· Inform them of the IMS TF activities and goal of the IMS AD

· Give them a link to the last version of the AD

· Ask them to take IMS related issues to the Arch WG

· Meet jointly IMS TF with WGs listed – meetings focused on IMS issues from all WGs listed (all together, could be evening session)

4) Feedback to 3GPP/3GPP2

· 3GPP/2 should be informed by LS of what we’re doing; including attracting more people

· If changes to SIP are needed, they should be feed to 3GPP/2 first

· If changes to the IMS are needed, LSs should be sent to 3GPP/2

5) Make this document a living doc collecting the IMS TF action items. Chelo to put this in correct format and distribute it.
