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1 Reason for Change

The OMA Architecture WG has an active WI “Interfaces to Common Functions”. While first activities have been started on this WI, the exact definition of a “common function” became an issue for further work on this topic. This input contribution attempts to define “common function”.

OMA-ARC-2004-0004R01 proposed a definition for the term “common function”. The definition was discussed and changes were agreed in the L.A. ARCH meetings. This IC summarizes the final definition for approval.
2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

The term “common function” is accepted and established in OMA and should, therefore, be used instead of “common capability” which is defined in the OMA Dictionary.

3 Impact on Other Specifications

Not aware of any.
4 Intellectual Property Rights Considerations

The author is not aware of IPR pertaining to this CR.
5 Recommendation

The author asks for approval of the definition and footnote above to be incorporated into the OMA Dictionary.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Definition of “Common Function” to go into the Dictionary:

Functions (including data formats, encodings, etc.) that occur as part of and can be (re-)used by multiple enablers.

Footnote for the definition above:

Common Functions are identified in OMA in order to increase the overall consistency of specifications, reduce unnecessary redundancy and speed up both specification development and implementation as common functionality can be reused.
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
