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1 Reason for Contribution

As ARC made changes to the OSE v2 document (e.g., contribution 0076), other parts of the current OSE document should change.
2 Summary of Contribution

We propose generalizing the current chapter 5 to reflect that the extension of the OSE to cover the structure of terminals.
3 Detailed Proposal

1. Section 5.1.2, second paragraph: this paragraph focuses on the service provider domain, though the benefits accrue to any OSE domain.  We suggest changing the sentences as follows: “The integration of new applications and enablers into an OSE domain can be simplified. Examples of OSE domain include:   an SP domain, a terminal domain, or a enterprise domain.  Enabler implementations may reuse other enablers located in either the same OSE domain or across different OSE domains.

2. Section 5.1.3, first sentence change as follows: “In order to protect the underlying resources in an OSE domain from unauthorized requests …”

3. Section 5.1.4, first paragraph change as follows: “In any OSE domain, implementations of the OMA enablers expose standard interfaces for application and enabler use. These enabler implementations connect to the actual resources present in the OSE domain”

4. Section 5.1.4, second paragraph change as follows: “New enablers can be introduced into an OSE domain by developing an enabler implementation that may connect to an underlying resource in that domain.”

5. Section 5.2.1, second paragraph change as follows: “Figure 1 illustrates any domain of the OSE architecture.”

6. Section 5.2.1: delete the Editor’s Note

7. Section 5.2.1, fifth paragraph change as follows: “The OSE does not mandate any enabler in any domain.”

8. Section 5.2.1, figure 1 change the label “Service Provider Domain” to “domain” and change the label of the “application” box that is outside the domain to “requestor (application or enabler)”.  Delete “Service Provider” from the phrase “Service Provider Execution Environment”.  These changes should be made to all similar figures in the document.
9. Section 5.2.8 should delete “Service Provider” from the phrase “Service Provider Execution Environment” wherever it occurs.  Also change “Service Provider” to “OSE domain” in this section.

10. Section 5.2.9, first paragraph change as follows: “If required, the OSE provides a policy-based management mechanism to protect the underlying domain’s resources from unauthorized requests and to manage the use of these requests through appropriate charging, logging and enforcement of user privacy or preferences.”
11. Section 5.3, I0+P row of table, comments column change as follows: “The Policy Enforcer may add required parameters (P) to the enabler’s interface (I0), based on policies specified by any principal who is authorized to do so; i.e. typically the owner or administrator of the OSE domain where the enabler is located”
12. Section 5.4.1, first paragraph change as follows: “If required by the domain owner, a Policy Enforcer enabler implementation provides a consistent and possible centralized management mechanism to facilitate controlled access to enablers and resources exposed by the domain. The Policy Enforcer provides a mechanism for the domain owner to enforce policies for, e.g. security, access control, privacy, or charging, on any request into a domain’s resource (see Figure 3).”

13. Section 5.4.1, second paragraph under the figure change as follows: “The Policy Enforcer may use enablers to evaluate and enforce the policies that have been specified for the domain and/or the target enabler. The Policy Enforcer may also be used to compose enablers into higher-level functions.”

14. Section 5.4.1, fifth paragraph under the figure change as follows: “The domain that provides a resource may set policies. These Policies may also be combined with other Policies derived from preferences or rules set up by end-users or from the terms and conditions (Service Level Agreements) agreed for third parties to use a resource. The domain may also enforce additional policies on behalf of other parties.”
15. Section 5.4.1, sixth paragraph under the figure change as follows: “The domain will only associate policies (and the resulting evaluation and enforcement) to an enabler implementation that is able to delegate functionality.”

16. Section 5.4.2, first paragraph change as follows: “After the establishment of a relationship, a third party can discover the resources exposed by the domain.”  Also “. It is also possible that the interfaces of a resource are communicated with other exchanges between the domain and the application developer when developing the application.”
17. Section 5.4.2, second paragraph change as follows: “In this case, since the Policy Enforcer does not process the requests, the domain may choose not to deploy the Policy Enforcer.”

18. Section 5.4.3, change all occurrences of “Service Provider” to “domain”.

19. Section 6, change as follows: “The need to authenticate the requestor is a policy statement under the control of a domain.”
20. Section 7.2 change as follows: the text in the section should be exactly the same as in section 7.1 (except of course replacing “Service Provider” by “terminal”).  The figure in 7.2 should look topologically like the one in 7.1, so the application box inside the domain should be the same size, and there should be an application box outside the box (though the label should match point 8 above).
