3 Detailed Proposal

3.1 Slide 2
In OMA-ARC-2005-0078-PEEM-AD-Functional-Architecture, slide 2 was attempting to illustrate how PEEM can achieve the PE functionality when used in proxy mode.
At the reflection, without additional text, the figure may lead to confusion. Accordingly, accompanying text should properly qualify this.

3.2 Slides 2 and 3

In OMA-ARC-2005-0078-PEEM-AD-Functional-Architecture, on slide 2 and 3, the figure is actually more illustrating reference points rather than interfaces.

Indeed, the three reference points crossing the box labelled “bindings  - required by other enablers” is actually a generic interface to other enablers or requestors that support the exchanges of messages needed to support I0+P behaviour, I0 and the I0 of the enabler used for delegation. They form a same interface.

Indeed they are solely decide by the other end point, change depending on the policies and change depending on the use case: a clear sign that they form a single interface.

Again while the picture are OK, we generate grouping them as one interface and qualifying in the text.

Ideas on how the picture could emphasize this is illustrated in Figure 1.
