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1 Reason for Contribution

This document contains comments on the Charging AD version v1.0 dated 2005-09-09.
2 Summary of Contribution

3 Detailed Proposal

1. Section 1 - regarding the following text:
OMA’s Charging Enabler fits in the OSE model and coordinates the charging data triggers, and flow from OMA enablers into an underlying charging infrastructure.
Need to clarify “fits” in this statement. If “fits” here means an implementation of the Charging Enabler is an Enabler Implementation as defined by the OSE document, then that clarification should be made. Recommendation – remove “fits in the OSE model”.
2. Section 5.1 – regarding the following text:
The Charging Enabler’s architecture is highly dependent on the OMA Service Environment (OSE), [OSE], and builds on existing charging architectures which have already defined models for charging.
Need to clarify what it means for the architecture to be “highly dependent on the OSE”. The OSE document contains no Normative statements for which this enabler can be dependent upon.
3. Section 5.4 – why have the functions enumerated in sections 5.4.1 and 5.4.2 been lumped into two interfaces rather than each function having its own interface? 
4. Section 5.4.2 – based on the information in 5.3.4, it appears the “credit checking” function requires some type of User Authorization function. What is the relationship between this function/interface to OMA’s Security work i.e. the Security Common Functions WID?

5. Section 5.4.3 – regarding the following text:
The realization or instantiation of the interfaces above is not within the scope of the AD and can be found in protocol specifications of the charging enabler. 

Since ADs and Tech Specs specify interfaces rather than realize or instantiate them, change “realization or instantiation” to “specify”. Also the above text should be moved to section 5.4.
