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1 Reason for Contribution

In order to make progress on the PEEM AD, we suggest eliminating the decomposition of PEEM into more granular components and eliminating some interfaces.

2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution simplifies the PEEM architecture picture, eliminates some interfaces, and moves the decomposition choices as informative examples to an appendix.

3 Detailed Proposal

We propose 3 types of changes to the PEEM AD:

1. do not define PEM-3 or PEM-4 

2. simplify Figure 1 by removing all decomposition beyond the PEEM level

3. move existing Figures 1-3 to an informative appendix, showing possible implementation models

PEM-4 is not an interface defined by PEEM as it is used to make external calls to other enablers and resources.  Based on its policy, PEEM will generate appropriate requests to those enablers/resources and handle their responses.  So we should ignore this interface just as no interface is identified when an enabler calls other enablers.  

The PEM-3 interface represents a “proxy” interface.  The label should clearly state that it is a proxy interface and not try to further model it. PEEM will process any request based on its policy and generate appropriate responses.

We all agree that the PEEM enabler exposes a set of interfaces (PEM-1, PEM-2) to manage policies and perform evaluations.   A valid implementation would be a single component that exposes these interfaces and performs the functions defined in the AD.  Therefore, the top level architecture picture should show no deeper decomposition than just a PEEM component.  OMA will not require (i.e., define test cases to test compliance) that implementations conform to any additional level of decomposition so the architecture picture should show a monolithic PEEM component.   If further specification work shows that further architectural decomposition is required, we can add this material during the specification phase.

We should capture the possible implementation decompositions shown in the current PEEM AD.  Figures 1-3 should be moved to an informative appendix to provide information to implementers, and capture the material in case we decide to provide greater architectural decomposition later.
