1 Reason for Contribution

Since there are a lot of discussions in the Architecture group regarding the need to do PEEM specifications, this contribution intends to give the reasons why to do the PEEM specifications.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution gives the reasons for doing the PEEM specifications.
R01 version adds co-signers as well as another bullet giving the reasons why to do PEEM TS work
3 Detailed Proposal
The reasons are the following ones:

· It seems premature to make a decision to not do a technical specification. Indeed, there are many contributions that have not been discussed.
· There is a need to have policy management specifications in OMA that could be used by several enablers. Indeed, several OMA enablers need policy management like GPM, CBCS… and they may make use of PEEM specifications. The aim is not to end up with several different ways of doing policy management in the different enablers. 
· We have spent a lot of time in the Architecture group on PEEM AD and it would be no sense not to do the PEEM specifications. Indeed, all this work already done would lead to nothing.

· The discussions on the policy management specifications, if they don’t appear in the Architecture group, will appear at some point in the different working groups that need policy management. So there is no reason to avoid the discussions now.

· TS are essential to complete the standardization work and guarantee interoperability in a multi-vendor environment.
· The perception of the Architecture group won’t get better, if after a lot of time spent on PEEM, the specifications are not delivered…
