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1 Overview

The OMA Architecture WG wishes to inform the TeleManagement Forum (TMF) of an ongoing work item around the OMA Service Provider Environment (OSPE) and the requirement to progress this work (Architecture Document) which will require the support of the TMF. 
The purpose of this liaison is to inform the TMF and to leverage on the standards work produced by the TMF.

2 Proposal

The scope of the OSPE effort’s is to identify service provider components and to define the necessary interfaces in order to lower service life-cycle costs by reducing administration (provisioning, O&M, etc.) and integration costs of these components within services.

Work on the OSPE Architecture Document has already commenced and is being driven by the OMA Architecture Working Group.

During the course of the work on the OSPE Architecture Document, it was found that the TMF’s Shared Information and Data Model (SID) is a candidate for reuse and provide a common information model for the entities that are handled by telecom business processes. SID provides the basis for establishing an OMA-wide common information model. Such model is essential to assure end-to-end interoperability among all the OMA processes, including OMA enablers, resources, and applications.
OSPE addresses the OSS aspects, which are essential to achieve efficient, revenue-generating, and manageable service deployments. Service deployments need to be managed, need to have billing, and need to be integrated to an operator’s OSSs in order to be successful. OMA may be able to leverage on TMF’s New Generation Operation Support Systems (NGOSS), of which SID is a key components.

3 Requested Action(s)

The OMA Architecture Working Group requests that the TMF makes available the following version 6 documents:

The OMA Architecture Working Group would like to have these documents available for review by OMA Architecture Working Group members, and subsequently to be allowed to refer to them and/or re-use portions of those documents in OSPE specification documents.
This should be achieved using Cooperation Agreement in place between the OMA and the TMF.
In order for the OMA Architecture Working Group to leverage this TMF work, we would like to take the opportunity to inform TMF of the current planned milestones for OSPE. We would hope to refer and/or re-use portions of those documents in OSPE Technical Specification documents. The OSPE Technical Specification effort is currently planned to start on or before 2006-04-30 and complete 2006-08-30.
