1 Reason for Contribution

OMA-ARC-2006-0211-CBCS-AD-introduction-diagram was uploaded.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution comments the suggested architecture diagram of the CBCS enabler.
The revision adds implementation options.

3 Detailed Proposal

The architecture diagram as suggested per OMA-ARC-2006-0211-CBCS-AD-introduction-diagram introduces two components that in combination form the CBCS enabler: a content screening component and a content categorization component that are separated by means of CBCS-3. 

We think that the CBCS enabler architecture would be simpler when it looks like the following diagram:
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Figure 1 CBCS enabler architecture
This diagram adds interfaces to target resources, which represent the target resources interfaces that are proxied by the CBCS enabler.

In addition we think that the interface of a categorization element could easily be realized by means of an I2 interface – and in such case the diagram above prevails.
In fact there are multiple implementation options of the architecture diagram that is introduced above in Figure 1:

In this usage pattern the target resource interface is proxied by the CBCS enabler implementation and the implementation implements performs both content scanning as well content screening. CBCS-x is used for management of the screening rules.
Implementation option 1A – CBCS enabler implemented using a proxy usage pattern featuring delegation to a categorization element

In this special case of implementation option 1, the CBCS enabler implementation delegates the content scanning to a content categorization (scanning) element by means of an I2 interface. CBCS-x is used for management of the screening rules.

Implementation option 1C – CBCS enabler implemented using a proxy usage pattern featuring delegation to a categorization element and delegation to a screening element

In this special case of implementation option 1, the CBCS enabler implementation delegates the content scanning to a content categorization (scanning) element by means of an CBCS-z interface and it delegates the content screening to a content screening element by means of an CBCS-y interface. CBCS-x is used for management of the screening rules.

Implementation option 1D – CBCS enabler implemented using a proxy usage pattern featuring delegation to a categorization element and delegation to a screening (PEEM) element
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Figure 6 CBCS enabler implementation per proxy usage pattern using I2 delegation to a categorization element and PEM-1 delegation to a screening element
In this special case of implementation option 1, the CBCS enabler implementation delegates the content scanning to a content categorization (scanning) element by means of an I2 interface and it delegates the content screening to a content screening element, that is based on PEEM, by means of the PEM-1. CBCS-x is used for management of the screening rules and is based in this particular case on PEM-2.
Implementation option 2 – CBCS enabler implemented using a callable usage pattern

In this usage pattern the CBCS enabler implementation performs both content scanning as well content screening upon an explicit request submitted through CBCS-q to perform these functions. CBCS-x is used for management of the screening rules.

Implementation option 2A – CBCS enabler implemented using a callable usage pattern featuring delegation to a categorization element

In this special case of implementation option 2, the CBCS enabler implementation delegates the content scanning to a content categorization (scanning) element by means of an I2 interface. CBCS-x is used for management of the screening rules. CBCS-q is used to request content scanning and screening.
Implementation option 2B – CBCS enabler implemented using a callable usage pattern featuring delegation to a categorization element and delegation to a screening element

In this special case of implementation option 1, the CBCS enabler implementation delegates the content scanning to a content categorization (scanning) element by means of an I2 interface and it delegates the content screening to a content screening element, by means of I2 delegation. CBCS-x is used for management of the screening rules. .CBCS-q is used to request content scanning and screening.

Implementation option 2C – CBCS enabler implemented using a callable usage pattern featuring delegation to a categorization element and delegation to a screening element

In this special case of implementation option 1, the CBCS enabler implementation delegates the content scanning to a content categorization (scanning) element by means of an CBCS-z interface and it delegates the content screening to a content screening element by means of an CBCS-y interface. CBCS-x is used for management of the screening rules.  CBCS-q is used to request content scanning and screening.

Implementation option 2D – CBCS enabler implemented using a callable usage pattern featuring delegation to a categorization element and delegation to a screening (PEEM) element
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Figure 11 CBCS enabler implementation per callable usage pattern using I2 delegation to a categorization element and delegation based on PEM-1to a screening element
In this special case of implementation option 1, the CBCS enabler implementation delegates the content scanning to a content categorization (scanning) element by means of an I2 interface and it delegates the content screening to a content screening element (CBCS-y), that is based on PEEM, by means of the PEM-1. CBCS-x is used for management of the screening rules and is based in this particular case on PEM-2. CBCS-q is used to request content scanning and screening.
