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1 Reason for Contribution

Following the discussion on contribution 387, we analyse here how subscription is needed in the CBCS AD in order to ask questions to the GSSM working group on how to deal with subscription requirements for the CBCS enabler.
2 Detailed Proposal

1. what does "subscription" means in the CBCS enabler (ref CBCS-RD & CBCS-AD)
a. According to the definition of the CBCS enabler (see Page 7 of the CBCS-AD : definition), the use of CBCS enabler is based on a subscription mode.

i. The CBCS subscriber can be the end user itself

ii. Or the CBCS subscriber can be another person (ex if the end user is minor)

b. The subscription is made between the "CBCS subscriber" and the "CBCS service provider" : see the following description of the relationship between actors precise the bullets above (see page 30 of the CBCS-RD)

CBCS Subscriber – CBCS Service Provider

The CBCS Subscriber is the entity engaged in a subscription with the CBCS Service Provider. Usually, the CBCS Subscriber may have permissions to manage the CBCS User Profile.

c. Analyse of requirements above: it is mandatory that CBCS service is based on a subscription mode
CBCS-RD-Page 24 : Requirements FUNC18 : in this requirement, "content scanning" is supposed to be a "subscription based service": with this requirement, it seems that the user can subscribe for the use of CBCS enabler, so that CBCS enabler can be invoked when some services are provided to the user

c. How can a user specify for which services he wants to subscribe to CBCS enabler?
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4 Recommendation

We recommend to take these comments into consideration, to discuss them and then to send questions to the GSSM working group, in order to revise the CBCS AD accordingly.
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
